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NSI holds CEEP for Nigerian delegation

Director Prof Narendra
Mohan, while addressing the
continuing engineering edu-
cation programme (CEEP) at
the institute on Sunday, said its
objective was to bring the
Nigerian delegation at par by
providing them updates on
configuration of plant and
machinery along with pro-
cessing technique.

He said the faculty mem-
bers already had teaching expe-
rience in engineering colleglfs
and thus they were to be

exposed to this special pro-
gramme designed as per their
qualification. He said the del-

egation would now be exposed
to theory classes followed by
practical training.

It may be mentioned here
that this special faculty devel-
opment programme begins on
Monday and these members
will be imparted training on
topics related to sugar tech-
nology, sugar engineering,
industrial instrumentation and
process automation and qual-
ity control and environment
sclence.

Prof Mohan said out of the
eight faculty members, four
would undertake the training
for six months and the others
for a year depending upon the
syllabus drawn keeping in view
the requirement. He said they

shall also be deputed to com-
mercial sugar factories for
wider exposure for which the
NSI had already tied up with
one sugar factory,

He added that the NSI
would provide full support for
establishing a Nigerian Sugar
Institute and had drawn the
details of the organisational
setup.

Prof Mohan said apart
from preparing syllabus for
various courses, the NSI had
also drawn requirements for
classrooms, laboratories and
libraries etc. He said the insti-
tute would conduct more such
programmes in future as per
the requirement of the Nigerian
Sugar Institute.

He said in addition to this,
experts from the NSI would
visit the sugar institute at
Nigeria to deliver expert lec-
tures and to guide them on var-
ious matters.
