Director Prof Narendra
Mohan, on Tuesday, said the
sugar industry had extended
assistance to the institute for
setting up a most modern well-
ness centre on its campus.

Addressing a virtual ses-
sion, Prof Mohan said the deci-
sion in this regard was taken
after an online meeting
between the institute adminis-
tration and officials of various
sugar companies, including
sugar machinery manufactur-
ers.

He said although the NSI
had considerable infrastruc-
ture, several essential facilities

for students were required. He
said in the past few years, the
NSI had tried to develop some
of them, including well fur-
nished hostels, gymnasium and
library facilities at hostels. He
said one of the major facilities
which was highly essential was
lacking in the form of a health-
care facility especially in the
present pandemic times.

The NSI director said the
current wave of the COVID-19
outbreak had further strength-
ened the institute’s resolve to

develop one health or wellness
centre for the students,

He said the NSI was cur-
rently conducting nine regular

courses besides the customised
training programmes con-

ducted re ly, keeping in
view the sgtlr]:l:r!:rgtyh of fhegstu-
dents and experience the
COVID-19 pandemic had
given. He said the wellness cen-
tre was the need of the hour
and would be set up at a cost
of about Rs 25 lakh for which
an accommodation had already
been earmarked.

Prof Mohan said the well-
ness centre would have a four-
bed air-conditioned centre with
OPD (outpatient department)
facilities for students and staff.
