Stress on using select steel
in sugar facori_es

Nationa] Sugar Institute
Director Prof Narendra
Mohan, while addressing a
workshop on ‘Use of stainless
steel to improve process effi-
ciency and reduce mainte-
nance cost’ on Friday, said
problems were being faced by
the sugar industry due to cor-
rosion as mild steel was being
used as the chief fabrication
material.

He said under the condi-
tions prevailing in sugar facto-
ries, due to corrosion not only
the equipment but machinery
structures also corrode rapid-
ly, causing interruptions in
continuous processing and also
requiring higher repairs and
replacement costs.

He said the corrosion
products also reacted with var-
ious juice constituents and
imparted dark colouration due
to which the sugar quality was
adversely affected.

He said with the develop-
ment of various grades of stain-
less steels, use of a particular
type of steel was to be made for
optimum efficiency, lower cost
and longer life.

ised jointly by National Sugar
Institute, Kanpur and Jindal
Stainless Ltd. to create aware-
ness about use of stainless steel
at various unit operations in a
sugar factory for better overall
plant efficiency.

Jindal Stainless Ltd. Head
(Business Development) Rajiv
Gupta) made a presentation on
development and use of many
such steels for use in the sugar
industry.

He said all stainless steels

were not alike and they differed
in composition and had to be
selected as per application.
He said keeping in view the
acidic nature of sugarcane juice
and use of sculpture dioxide
as, the sugar factories may opt
or 304/L, 316L, J4, JSLAUS,
409M, 204Cu grades of steels,
depending upon the place of
application and not arbitrarily
going in for application of any
grade of steel.
He said by doing so the ini-

tial fabrication cost could be
brought down and sugar fac-
tories would enjoy a trouble-
free processing.

During the workshop, a
utility van was also displayed at
the Experimental Sugar Factory
of the institute wherein display
of various steels as per tﬁeir
application was made.

The students and factory
staff were also given exposure
on specialised welding tech-
niques for stainless steel.
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
