National Sugar Development
Council, Nigeria, made a pre-
sentation about sugar scenario
in Nigeria and said that the
country was a sugar deficient
country meeting its require-
ment to the extent of 97 per
cent through imports.

power. said a lot of business
opportunities were available
and many Indian companies
were supplying plant and
machinery to the up-coming
sugar units.

Ahmed WVawda, Plant
Executive Director, United
Sugar Co, Saudi Arabia, spoke
about different types of sweet-
eners including sugar alco-
hols, natural zero calorie sweet-
eners and artificial sweeteners.
He said it was not only the low
or no calorie content which was
making these sweeteners pop-
ular but the cost also which was
even less than 10 per cent of the
cost of sugar.
